Kinesis® Freestyle™ Solo™ Convertible Keyboard

Getting Started
The Freestyle Solo convertible keyboard has the unique ability to be used as a one-piece, adjustable keyboard
(connected by the Flexible Pivot Tether, as shown below), or as two separate keying modules connected only by the
linking cable.

Compatibility 
This keyboard will operate on virtually any computer with an available USB port. No drivers are required, so you
can get started immediately by just plugging it in to an available USB port on your computer. However, some of 
the special driverless hot keys on the far left side will only work within a Windows operating system (Windows
2000, XP, Vista).

Special driverless hot keys
While most of the keys are exactly what you would expect from a comfortable compact
keyboard, there are some special key actions on the left side that offer increased productivity and
reduced repetitive motions:

Internet hot keys
Back: Internet brower "back" action (previous page)
Fwd: Internet browser "forward" action (to the next page if you have gone “back” previously)
Search: Global Windows search screen for your computer, network, or internet
Home: Takes your internet browser to its home page

Editing hot keys
Cut: Performs the Ctrl-x action on highlighted items
Del: The same as the oversize “Delete” key on the right side
Copy: Performs the Ctrl-c action on highlighted items
Paste: Performs the Ctrl-v action on highlighted items

: The Windows Application key activates a context-sensitive help menu.

Embedded key actions (numeric keypad)
Fn: Toggles ON the embedded (right side) numeric keypad & Fn LED. To turn off the keypad, tap the Fn key
again. Seldom-used actions are also available only when Fn is active (Numlock, Scroll lock, Pause).

Physical configurations
The Freestyle Solo convertible keyboard is shipped with the two keying modules connected by a short linking
cable and by a removable pivot tether (shown below). By removing one or both sides of the pivot tether, the two
keying modules may be separated by up to 5.25 inches. Other physical configurations are possible as well (the
Freestyle Incline and Freestyle VIP, see below) using an available accessory kit to upgrade your configuration.

Removing Pivot Tether™
The Pivot Tether may be removed if you want to completely separate the keying
modules. Place the keyboard on a flat surface, slide the release button on the top rear of
a keying module. Pull that keying module up to release it from the pivot tether. Don't
worry if moderate force is required–it won't break!  

If you wish to remove the pivot tether completely, slide the other
release button and wiggle the Pivot Tether while pulling it away from the keying module.

Reconnecting the Pivot Tether 
To re-reconnect the keying modules together, insert the pivot tether pins into the appropriate holes at the rear-
inside corners of the keying modules until both slide buttons click, indicating successful latching. 

Optional accessories
Freestyle Incline Accessory Kit, AC710-blk..  This kit includes a base onto which the keyboard snaps,
providing a fixed tenting (center-elevated) angle of 10 degree for excellent relaxation of the forearms.
Adjustable splay (0-30 degrees) promotes straight wrists but minimizes any learning curve, and can be set
at a preferred position by tightening the captive thumb screws in the base. Integrated palm rests prevent
wrist extension and reduce strain on the neck and shoulders, and come with replaceable, soft gel-like
pads. 

Freestyle VIP Accessory Kit, AC720-blk. As with the Freestyle Incline kit, this kit provides a pair of
integrated palm rests with replaceable soft pads to prevent wrist extension and reduce strain on the neck
and shoulders. In addition, instantly adjustable tenting (10 and 15 degrees) is possible by installing the
included V-lifters.  The V-lifters may be used with the Pivot Tether installed, or it may be removed to
achieve complete separation of the adjustably-tented keying modules.
